How to get there ● By Public Transport 
Campbell's Cove is a 10 minutes walk from Circular Quay Station, or
15 minutes walk from Wynyard Station.

Reconfirmation requirements ● Please be advised you are required to contact The Service Provider
24 hours prior to the travel date during business hours to reconfirm
your booking, boarding location and time, with your confirmation
number. Please adjust your travel plan according to the details given
by The Service Provider at time of reconfirming. 

● The departure point is USUALLY Campbells Cove, The Rocks.
However it may be altered due to  large cruise liners using the
International Terminal. Please reconfirm your boarding location 24
hours prior to the travel date during business hours.

Check-in requirements Please arrive at the departure point 30 minutes prior to the departure
time to exchange for ticket/boarding pass before proceeding to the
boarding terminal. Regrettably, failure to arrive before this time will
most likely be classified as no-show and result in forfeiting the
booking and it cannot be refunded or transferred.

If you are not familiar with the area or travelling on a weekend or local
public holidays / school holidays, please make sure you've checked
your timetable or driving route beforehand, and allow extra travelling
time for unexpected delays to ensure you do not miss your check in
