How to get there o By Car , , _ . . .
[ From Brisbane]- The joumey is approximately 4 - 4 1/2 hours drive north of Brisbane City.

Join the Bruce Highway north of Brisbane. Stay on the highway through Gympie then take
the Maryborough exit off the Highway onto the Maryborough Heney Bay Road.

[ From Maryborough]- Follow the Maryborough-Heney Bay Road North toward Heney Bay
(16.8 kms). At the large round-about, take the Booral Road exit and travel for approximately
12 kms. Then, tum right into River Heads Road and trawel a further 9.6kms to arrive at
Kingfisher Bay's Mainland Reception located at River Heads Shopping Village (on your right
hand side). River Heads Road is locally named Ariadne Street.

[ From Bundaberg]- The journey is approximately 1.5 hours drive south. Follow the Bruce
Highway south.Tum off at Torbanlea and follow signs to Heney Bay (21kms).
