How to get there �How to get to Port Lincoln�
● Fly
Airlines Regional Express (REX) and QantasLink service the Port Lincoln airport with several
departures daily. Flights to and from Adelaide are approximately 45 minutes long.

● Airport Shuttle Bus
When flying Qantas, a shuttle bus is available from Port Lincoln Airport stopping at all major
Accommodation and Hotels. It is the cheapest and easiest way to get into city from the
Airport dropping to all accommodations. Please note if you are flying with Rex bookings are
essential. 

● Drive
The Eyre Peninsula is a fantastic self-drive destination. Located at the very bottom tip of the
EP, Port Lincoln is approximately 7–7.5 hours from Adelaide.
